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Choice Based Lettings (or CBL as it is known) is on its way in 2009.  
CBL will be the new way in which Green Vale Homes allocates its empty properties.  The old way of renting our homes meant that you applied for re-housing, were given points based on your needs and stayed on a waiting list until you were offered a property.
So what’s new?

Choice Based Lettings is different. Our empty properties will be advertised (similar to the picture below) on the internet, in newsletters and in various building like Council Offices, One Stop Shop, Community Centres, Health Centres, Job Centre Plus and Bacup Neighbourhood Office. The adverts will be similar in style to those of an estate agent.  You simply look at the adverts and can then express an interest in a property you would like to be considered for. You can do this over the phone, in person or via the internet.

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From those people who express an interest a shortlist will be drawn up of those in the most need of a new home.  In order to do this people will be placed into priority bands depending on their need. E.g. people with severe disabilities/medical conditions or families without a home will be placed in the highest Band 1, whilst those who have suitable housing but whom wish to move will be in the lowest Band 4.  Other examples include people with needs such as overcrowding, non priority homeless, people living in unsanitary/ unsatisfactory housing, and people with other support needs who will be placed in bands 2 & 3.

The property is usually offered to the household with the highest need.

Our new Choice Based Lettings scheme is being developed in partnership with Rossendale Borough Council and neighbouring authorities of Blackburn & Darwen, Pendle and Hyndburn as well as a number of other social landlords.  This will give those people needing to be rehoused access to over 22,000 properties throughout most of East Lancashire.
What will I need to do?

At this stage nothing.  However if you are on our current housing register and waiting to be re-housed you may be required to complete a new application form.  If we need to update your details we will send this application form to you. If we send you a new application form you must return it.
When will the changes take place?
We expect to begin operating the new scheme later this year.  We are currently planning to start in the autumn but will inform you nearer the time of the exact date we will go live with new CBL scheme.
