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What does the Grounds Maintenance team do?
The team will:
· Cut the grass. 
· Trim shrubs and rose beds

· Trim hedges

· Carry out simple tree maintenance

· Clear leaves and moss from main pathways
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Grounds Maintenance
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It keeps Pennine’s open space land neat and tidy
Between Spring and Autumn. They will make sure the grass is usually no longer than 100mm. Litter will be picked up before cutting.  Path edges will be trimmed and paths cleared of grass cuttings. 

Shrubs will be pruned once a year and rose beds twice a year.  Beds and herbaceous borders will be weeded and edged.

This will be done twice a year.  Paths and roads will be kept clear of excessive growth

This includes minor pruning and other basic work. For the bigger jobs, like felling or pruning high branches, we organise this through the Council (any requests should be made to Pennine staff)

This will be done on paths where moss and leaves are causing a slip hazard to tenants with mobility problems
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
